The Children’s Charity of the Methodist Church

Today is Action for Children Sunday — the second Sunday
in July is set aside by The Methodist Church to
commemorate the founding of the charity in 1869 by the
Rev Dr Thomas Bowman Stephenson who saw
some children living rough under the
arches of Waterloo Station.

Instead of walking by, he stopped to listen to their stories.
Then he worked out the most practical way to help.

Dr Stephenson was a Methodist minister from the North
East of England. He was also passionate about social
justice. So when he moved to London, he challenged the
Methodist Church to take action to help children living on
the streets.

His work led to the creation of the National Children’s Home
(NCH). In 1994 it became NCH Action for Children. They've
been Action for Children since 2008.
